Twin Studies

Concordance for Gender Dysphoria

N = 23 monozygotic (8 F, 15 M) twin pairs

N = 21 same-sex dizygotic (5 F, 16 M) twin pairs
N = 7 opposite sex twin pairs

Results: Concordance for Gender Dysphoria
Monozygotic Twin pairs: 39.1%
Same-sex dizygotic twin pairs: 0%

(p = 0.005 vs. MZ twins)

Opposite sex twin pairs: 0%

Studies of individual candidate genes: inconsistent

(Heylens G et al. J Sex Med 9:751-757, 2012)
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- Influence of parental factor on sexual
identity/orientation is unclear
